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ACADEMIC REGULATIONS

Applicable for the students of Master of Computer Applications (MCA)PG Programme admitted
from the Academic Year 2019-20 onwards. The MCA Degree of Jawaharlal Nehru Technological
University Kakinada shall be conferred on candidates who are admitted to the program and who
fulfil all the requirements for the award of the Degree.

1.0ELIGIBILITY FOR ADMISSIONS

Admission to the above program shall be made subject to eligibility, qualification and
specialization as prescribed by the University from time to time.

Admissions shall be made on the basis of merit rank obtained by the candidates at ICET
examination or the qualifying Entrance Test conducted by the University or on the basis of any
other order of merit as approved by the University, subject to reservations as laid down by the
Govt. from time to time.

2.0 AWARD OF MCA DEGREE

2.1 A student shall be declared eligible for the award of the MCA Degree, if he pursues a
course of study and completes it successfully in not less than three academic years and
not more than six academic years.

2.2 The student shall register for all 110 credits and secure all the 110 credits.

2.3 The minimum instruction days in each semester are 90.

2.4 A Student, who fails to fulfill all the academic requirements for the award of the degree
within six academic years from the year of their admission, shall forfeit his seat in MCA
course.

2.5 For Lateral Entry, the student must acquire all the credits in Il and IIl years of MCA
course (Total credits = 71).

3.0 ATTENDANCE

3.1 A candidate shall be deemed to have eligibility to write End Semester examinations if he
has put in a minimum of 75% of attendance in aggregate of all the subjects.

3.2 Condonation of shortage of attendance up to 10% i.e. 65% and above, and below 75% may
be given for a maximum of TWO times by the College academic committee.

3.3 Condonation of shortage of attendance shall be granted only on genuine and valid reasons
on representations by the candidate with supporting evidence.

3.4 Shortage of attendance below 65 % in aggregate shall in NO case be condoned and not
eligible to write their end semester examination of that class.




3.5 A candidate shall not be promoted to the next semester unless; he fulfills the attendance
requirements of the previous semester.

3.6 A stipulated fee shall be payable towards condonation of shortage of attendance.

3.7 A student shall not be promoted to the next semester unless he satisfies the attendance
requirement of the present semester, as applicable. They may seek readmission into that
semester when offered next. If any candidate fulfills the attendance requirement in the
present semester, he shall not be eligible for readmission into the same class.

EVALUATION

The performance of the candidate in each semester shall be evaluated subject-wise, with a
maximum of 100 marks for theory and 100 marks for practical’s, on the basis of Internal

Exams and Semester End Examination.

4.1 For the theory subjects 75 marks shall be awarded based on the performance in the End

Semester Examination and 25 marks shall be awarded based on the Internal Evaluation.
The internal evaluation shall be made based on the average of the marks secured in the
two Mid Term-Examinations conducted-one in the middle of the Semester and the other
immediately after the completion of instruction. Each midterm examination shall be
conducted for a total duration of 120 minutes with 4 questions (without choice) each
question for 10 marks, and it will be reduced to 25 marks. Semester End Exam Paper
containing FIVE mandatory questions (one question from one unit) with internal choice
(either-or ), each carrying 15 marks gives for 75 marks.

4.2 For practical subjects, 75 marks shall be awarded based on the performance in the End

Semester Examinations and 25 marks shall be awarded as internal marks, based on the day
to day work-5 marks, Record-5 marks and the remaining 15 marks to be awarded by
conducting an internal laboratory test. The end examination shall be conducted by the
examiners, with a breakup marks of Procedure-20, Experimentation-30, Results-10 , Viva-
voce-15

4.3 There shall be a seminar presentation during VI semester. For seminar, a student under the

supervision of a faculty member, shall collect the literature on a topic and critically review
the literature and submit it to the department in a report form and shall make an oral
presentation before the Project Review Committee consisting of Head of the Department,
Supervisor and two other senior faculty members of the department. For Seminar there
will be only internal evaluation of 50 marks. A candidate has to secure a minimum of
50% of marks to be declared successful

4.4 A candidate shall be deemed to have secured the minimum academic requirement in a

subject if he secures a minimum of 40% of marks in the End semester Examination and a
minimum aggregate of 50% of the total marks in the End Semester Examination and
Internal Evaluation taken together.

4.5 In case the candidate does not secure the minimum academic requirement in any subject (as

specified in 4.4) he has to reappear for the End semester Examination in that subject. A



candidate shall be given one chance to re-register for each subject provided the internal
marks secured by a candidate are less than 50% and has failed in the end examination. In
such a case, the candidate must re-register for the subject(s) and secure the required
minimum attendance. The candidate’s attendance in the re-registered subject(s) shall be
calculated separately to decide upon his eligibility for writing the end examination in those
subject(s). In the event of the student taking another chance, his internal marks and end
examination marks obtained in the previous attempt are nullified. For re-registration the
candidates have to apply to the University through the college by paying the requisite fees
and get approval from the University before the start of the semester in which re-
registration is required. At a given time a candidate is permitted to re-register for
maximum of two subjects in addition to the subjects of regular semester.

4.6 In case the candidate secures less than the required attendance in any re registered subject
(S), he shall not be permitted to write the End Examination in that subject. He shall again
re-register the subject when next offered.

4.7 Laboratory examination for MCA courses must be conducted with two Examiners, one of
them being the Laboratory Class Teacher or teacher of the respective college and the
second examiner shall be appointed by the university from the panel of examiners
submitted by the respective college.

4.8 A candidate shall be allowed to submit the project report only after fulfilling the attendance
requirements of all the semesters. The viva-voce examination shall be conducted at the end
of the course work (6"semester).

EVALUATION OF PROJECT/DISSERTATION WORK

Every candidate shall be required to submit a thesis or dissertation on a topic approved by the
Project Review Committee.

5.1 A Project Review Committee (PRC) shall be constituted with Head of the Department and
two other senior faculty members(one will be the guide) .

5.2 Registration of Project Work: A candidate is permitted to register for the project work after

satisfying the attendance requirement of all the subjects, both theory and practical up to V
semester.
After satisfying 5.2, a candidate has to submit, in consultation with his project supervisor,
the title, objective and plan of action of his project work to the Project Review Committee
for approval. The student can initiate the Project work, only after obtaining the approval
from the Project Review Committee (PRC) after the fifth semester end examinations. The
duration of the project is for one semester.

5.3 If a candidate wishes to change his supervisor or topic of the project, he can do so with the
approval of the Project Review Committee (PRC). However, the Project Review
Committee (PRC) shall examine whether or not the change of topic/supervisor leads to a
major change of his initial plans of project proposal. If yes, his date of registration for the
project work starts from the date of change of Supervisor or topic as the case may be.

A candidate shall submit his status report in two stages at least with a gap of ONE month
between them.

The work on the project shall be initiated at the beginning of the Sixth semester and the
duration of the project is one semester. A candidate is permitted to submit Project Thesis
only after the approval of PRC not earlier than 20 weeks from the date of registration of
the project work. The candidate has to pass all the theory and practical subjects before
submission of the Thesis. For the approval of PRC the candidate shall submit the draft
copy of thesis to the Principal (through Head of the Department) and shall make an oral
presentation before the PRC.

Three copies of the Project Thesis certified by the supervisor shall be submitted to the
College along with plagiarism report (<40%b).

The thesis shall be adjudicated by one examiner selected by the University. For this, the
Principal of the College shall submit a panel of 5 examiners, eminent in that field, with the
help of the guide concerned and head of the department.

If the report of the examiner is not favourable, the candidate shall revise and resubmit the
Thesis, in the time frame as decided by the PRC. If the report of the examiner is
unfavorable again, the thesis shall be summarily rejected. The candidate has to re-register
for the project and complete the project within the stipulated time after taking the approval
from the University.

If the report of the examiner is favorable, a board consisting of the Supervisor, Head of the
Department and the examiner approved by the University who adjudicated the thesis shall
conduct Viva-Voce examination. The Board shall jointly report the candidate’s work for a
maximum of 100 Marks. The Head of the Department shall coordinate and make
arrangements for the conduct of Viva-Voce examination.

If the report of the Viva-Voce is unsatisfactory (i.e., <50 marks), the candidate shall
retake the Viva-Voce examination only after three months. If he fails to get a satisfactory
report at the second Viva-Voce examination, the candidate has to re-register for the project
and complete the project within the stipulated time after taking the approval from the
Institution.

Computation of SGPA
The following procedure is to be adopted to compute the Semester Grade Point Average
(SGPA) and Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA):

The SGPA is the ratio of sum of the product of the number of credits with the grade points
scored by a student in all the courses taken by a student and the sum of the number of
credits of all the courses undergone by a student, i.e

SGPA (Si)= Y (Ci X Gi)/Y Ci

Where Ci is the number of credits of the i" course and Gi is the grade point scored by the
student in the i course.

Computation of CGPA
The CGPA is also calculated in the same manner taking into account all the courses
undergone by a student over all the semester of a programme, i.e.

CGPA = Y(Ci X Si)/ Y. Ci

Where Si is the SGPA of the i"semester and Ci is the total number of credits in that
semester. The SGPA and CGPA shall be rounded off to TWO decimal points and reported
in the transcripts.

AWARD OF DEGREE AND CLASS

After a student has satisfied the requirements prescribed for the completion of the program
and is eligible for the award of M.C.A. Degree he shall be placed in one of the following
four classes:

The secured grade, grade points, status and credits obtained will be shown separately in the
memorandum of marks.



8.0 WITHHOLDING OF RESULTS

If the student has not paid the dues, if any, to the university or if any case of indiscipline is
pending against him, the result of the student will be withheld. His degree will be withheld
in such cases.

9.1 TRANSITORY REGULATIONS

9.1 Discontinued or detained candidates are eligible for readmission (within the duration as
mentioned in item 2.1) as and when next offered.

9.2 The readmitted students will be governed by the regulations under which the candidate
has been admitted.

MALPRACTICES RULES
DISCIPLINARY ACTION FOR / IMPROPER CONDUCT IN EXAMINATIONS

Nature of Malpractices/Improper
conduct

Punishment

If the candidate:

subjects of that Semester/year.

Impersonates any other candidate in
connection with the examination.

The candidate who has impersonated shall be
expelled from examination hall. The candidate
is also debarred and forfeits the seat. The
performance of the original candidate who has
been impersonated, shall be cancelled in all the
subjects of the examination (including
practicals and project work) already appeared
and shall not be allowed to appear for
examinations of the remaining subjects of that
semester/year. The candidate is also debarred
for two consecutive semesters from class work
and all External examinations. The continuation
of the course by the candidate is subject to the
academic regulations in connection with
forfeiture of seat. If the imposter is an outsider,




he will be handed over to the police and a case
Is registered against him.

Smuggles in the Answer book or
additional sheet or takes out or arranges
to send out the question paper during
the examination or answer book or
additional sheet, during or after the
examination.

Expulsion from the examination hall and
cancellation of performance in that subject and
all the other subjects the candidate has already
appeared including practical examinations and
project work and shall not be permitted for the
remaining examinations of the subjects of that
semester/year. The candidate is also debarred
for two consecutive semesters from class work
and all External examinations. The continuation
of the course by the candidate is subject to the
academic regulations in connection with
forfeiture of seat.

Uses objectionable, abusive or offensive
language in the answer paper or in
letters to the examiners or writes to the
examiner requesting him to award pass
marks.

Cancellation of the performance in that subject.

Refuses to obey the orders of the Chief
Superintendent/Assistant -
Superintendent / any officer on duty or
misbehaves or creates disturbance of
any kind in and around the examination
hall or organizes a walk out or instigates
others to walk out, or threatens the
officer-in charge or any person on duty
in or outside the examination hall of any
injury to his person or to any of his
relations whether by words, -either
spoken or written or by signs or by
visible representation, assaults the
officer-in-charge, or any person on duty
in or outside the examination hall or any
of his relations, or indulges in any other
act of misconduct or mischief which
result in damage to or destruction of
property in the examination hall or any
part of the College campus or engages
in any other act which in the opinion of
the officer on duty amounts to use of
unfair means or misconduct or has the
tendency to disrupt the orderly conduct
of the examination.
