7. The Cell may form / review the guidelines / policy for redressal of the Grievance as
required from time to time, which may be in accordance with those issued by
Supreme Court and Government Agencies.

8. The Cell will deal with the complaints of any type of harassment or any other of
the female students, teaching and non-teaching women staff of the college.

9. The Cell shall process all the individual complaints and take immediate Suitable
action

of committee member of the cell. ;

11. After knowing the grievance of the students or staff, the Committee discusses i
with concerned HOD and principal to take appropriate solution.
